Panel A service providers are typically national or global industry
leaders with the capability to carry out large scale generalist or
specialised work. These are typically established multidisciplinary
service providers with in-house resources. These companies should
have minimum ten (10) years in the provision of environmental
services. Included in the scope of supply for the panel are specialist
services. These companies must have completed 4 projects in at
least 2 - 4 provinces in the last 10 years and operate nationally.

Panel A members will be expected to have fully developed internal
processes and procedures (preferably ISO 9001 compliant).

The scope for Specialists will comprise highly technical individuals or
company within the approved Panel A suppliers with at least five (5)
years’ experience in the provision of specialised environmental
services.

PANEL B

Panel B will comprise Qualifying Small Enterprises (QSEs) and
Exempted Micro Enterprises (EMES) suppliers to accommodate gradual
progression of smaller companies. These companies should have
minimum five (5) years in the provision of environmental services.
Included in the scope of supply for the panel are specialist services. The
scope of supply within this panel will include specialists. EME/QSE
companies shall be between levels 1to 2.

Companies must have completed projects in at least 2 provinces
in the last 5 years and operate nationally.

Specialists will comprise of highly technical individuals or company with
at least five (5) years’ experience in the provision of a specialised
environmental services.

If a tenderer fails to submit proof of B-BBEE status level, the tenderer will
not be disqualified (except if B-BBEE level is a pre-qualification criterion).
The tenderer will, however, be awarded 80/90 points for price and will
score 0 points for B-BBEE level /status (out of 10/20)

3.18 Ranking of tenders

Multiple contracts by way of a panel will be established with a maximum of
40 suppliers with a split of 15 for Panel A and 25 for Panel B
Environmental Services.

The highest 15 ranked suppliers for Panel A and highest 25 ranked
suppliers for Panel B will be awarded contracts. Mini RFQ’s will then be
issued for each Task Order on an “as and when required” basis and the
adjudication thereof will be done via a Panel Control Committee
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A 40/60 (40% Panel A & 60% Panel B) of the total budget is allocated
to the panels.

The award of the split to the various panel contractors will be in
proportion to the outcome of the Preferential Point Scoring system
(80/20 or 90/10)
