Purchase, collection, and removal of various scraped conveyor belts and at Various Eskom
Power Station (TUTUKA, KENDAL, KUSILE, CAMDEN, ARNOT, GROOTVLEI AND OTHER

The purchaser will be responsible for the safe collection, handling, removal, loading and
transportation of the scrap material and to clean the site, and must provide their own Bins
where necessary, qualified labour and suitable certified plant, machinery, equipment and
transport for this purpose.
