This confirms that 
instructions to do work or how it is to be done are not included in the Price List but in the Service Information.  
This is further confirmed by Clause 20.1 which states, “The Contractor Provides the Service in accordance 
with the Service Information”. Hence the Contractor does not Provide the Service in accordance with the Price 
List.   The Price List is only a pricing document.   

Link to the Contractor’s plan 

Clause 21.4 states “The Contractor provides information which shows how each item description on the 
Price List relates to the operations on each plan which he submits for acceptance”.  Hence when compiling 
the price list, the tendering contractor needs to develop his first clause 21.2 plan in such a way that 
operations shown on it can be priced in the price list  and result in a satisfactory cash flow in terms of clause 
11.2(17).  

Preparing the price list 

Before preparing the price list, both the Employer and tendering contractors should read the TSC3 Guidance 
Notes pages 14 and 15.  In an Option A contract, either Party may have entered items into the price list 
either as a process of offer and acceptance (tendering) or by negotiation depending on the nature of the 
service to be provided.  Alternatively the Employer, in his Instructions to Tenderers or in a Tender Schedule, 
may have listed some items that he requires the Contractor to include in the price list to be prepared and 
priced by him.

1 Description of the service 

1.1 Executive overview  

 
Condition monitoring at Eskom uses criticality status to differentiate equipment. Boilers, turbines, generators, 

generator transformers, and draught group fans, are classed as criticality Level 1 (L1) equipment and are 

monitored differently. Non-critical equipment includes all other equipment, typically rotating machines, 

electrical panels, electrical switchgear, piping, etc., and is classed as Level 2 (L2) or Level 3 (L3) criticality. 

All of these equipment exhibit similar characteristics in terms suitability for predictive maintenance 

technologies.  

 

The services requested is for provision of condition monitoring services for balance of plant using hand held 

equipment at Matla Power Station as stipulated and prescribed in this document for a period of 60 months 

using Emerson 2140 software and equipment’s provided by the employer. The sole purpose of condition 

monitoring is to keep machines in useful operating state and prevent catastrophic failures by taking remedial 

actions to correct deficiencies.  

 

Condition monitoring remain a useful tool for knowing equipment operational condition and life cycle 

management and often takes place at a specified interval as prescribed by maintenance strategy. The 

maintenance strategy specifies what failure mode are to be monitored, monitoring frequency and ideal 

technique for monitoring. The following are the significant achievements:  

 Decrease uncertainty concerning machinery condition  

 Ability to anticipate condition 

 Not to have forced action based on asset failure  

 Give correct recommendations  

 

Objective of Effective Condition Monitoring

operational condition, and allow planned intervention to correct unusual conditions.

1.3.2 Definitions 

a) Condition Monitoring 

Condition monitoring (CM) is the process of monitoring a parameter(s) of condition in machinery (vibration, 

temperature etc.), in order to identify a significant change which is indicative of a developing fault. It is a major 

component of predictive maintenance. The use of conditional monitoring allows maintenance to be scheduled, 

or other actions to be taken to prevent failure and avoid its consequences. Condition monitoring has a unique 

benefit in that conditions that would shorten normal lifespan can be addressed before they develop into a major 

failure. In the context of this report, Condition Monitoring is taken to mean the use of advanced technologies 

in order to determine equipment condition, and potentially predict failure. It includes, but is not limited to, 

technologies such as Vibration Measurement and Analysis; Infrared Thermography; Oil Sampling and 

Analysis; Ultrasonic and Motor Current Analysis.  

b) Vibration Monitoring 

Vibration can be defined as the cyclic or oscillating motion of a machine or machine component from its position 

of rest. 

c) Thermography 

Infrared thermography (IRT) or (IR), thermal imaging, and thermal video are examples of infrared imaging 

science. Since infrared radiation is emitted by all objects above absolute zero according to the black body 

radiation law, thermography makes it possible to see one's environment with or without visible illumination.

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The amount of radiation emitted by an object increases with temperature; therefore, thermography allows one 

to see variations in temperature. When viewed through a thermal imaging camera, warm objects stand out 

well against cooler backgrounds.  

d) Tribology   

Tribology is the science and engineering of interacting surfaces in relative motion. It includes the study and 

application of the principles of friction, lubrication and wear. Tribology is a branch of mechanical engineering 

and materials science. The certification levels (or their equivalent) for Tribology are shown in Appendix C and 

are defined by the International Council for Machinery Lubrication (ICML). The Noria Corporation provides a 

range of educational publications related to the respective Oils Analysis and Machinery Lubrication levels.  

e) Motor Current Signature Analysis 

Motor Current Signature Analysis (MCSA) is considered the most popular fault detection method currently 

because it can easily detect the common machine faults such as turn to turn short circuit, cracked/broken rotor 

bars, bearing deterioration etc. Motor current signature analysis (MCSA) can effectively detect abnormal 

operating conditions in induction motor applications. 

f) Temperature Monitoring 

This function refers to the monitoring of machine temperatures by the use of thermo-couples placed at strategic 

positions on the prospective machine or plant. 

g) Balancing 

The balancing of rotating bodies is important to avoid excessive vibrations. In heavy industrial machines such 

as gas turbines and electric generators, “out of balance” vibration can cause catastrophic failure, as well as 

noise and discomfort.  

h) Alignment 

Shaft alignment is the process to align two or more shafts with each other to within a tolerated margin. It is an 

absolute requirement for machinery before the machinery is put into service. 

i) Ultrasonic 

In the context of this document, Ultrasonic refers to the measurement and analysis of sounds generated by 

rotating machines at frequencies beyond the range audible to people i.e. above 18 MHz.

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Meetings of a specialist nature may be convened as specified elsewhere in this Scope or if not so specified  

by persons and at times and locations to suit the Parties, the nature and the progress of the services.  

Records of these meetings shall be submitted to the Employer’s Agent by the person convening the meeting 

within five days of the meeting.   

 

All meetings shall be recorded using minutes or a register prepared and circulated by the person who 

convened the meeting or shall be recorded using the record function on MS Teams or any other technology 

available and approved by Eskom. Such minutes or register shall not be used for the purpose of confirming 

actions or instructions under the contract as these shall be done separately by the person identified in the 

conditions of contract to carry out such actions or instructions. The contractor should ensure that meetings 

are attended as per specified venue or online system used.  

 
 

2.3 Contractor’s management, supervision and key people 

 
The Contractor indicates on an organogram his structure and key personal that will be employed by the 
Contractor. He indicates the contact names, level, contact numbers of each and the responsibilities of each 
person employed on this contract.  
 
The Contract Key person is responsible for the execution of all work (including Special Tests) as stated in 
the Scope and all requests as requested by the Employer’s Agent or any of his delegates at the time. 
The Contract Key person is also responsible for coordinating working time’s as prescribed by Matla Power 
Station Man Power department and recording of such time is as stated in the Scope 
 

2.4 Provision of bonds and guarantees 

The form in which a bond or guarantee required by the conditions of contract (if any) is to be provided by the 
Contractor is given in Part 1 Agreements and Contract Data, document C1.3, Sureties.   
 
The Employer may withhold payment of amounts due to the Contractor until the bond or guarantee required 
in terms of this contract has been received and accepted by the person notified to the Contractor by the 
Service Manager to receive and accept such bond or guarantee.  Such withholding of payment due to the 
Contractor does not affect the Employer’s right to termination stated in this contract.  
 
 

2.5 Documentation control 

2.5.1 Identification and communication 
 

 All documentation will be done bearing the Eskom logo and comply with documentation format as 

requested by the Employer’s Agent or any of his delegates for the duration of the Contract.

 The Contractor and his sub-Consultants ensure at all times compliance with safety regulations 

imposed by any Act of Parliament, ordinance or any regulation or by-law of any local or statutory 

authority. 

 The Contractor acts in accordance with the health and safety requirements stated in the Works 

Information. 

 In carrying out its obligations to the Employer in terms of this contract; in providing the Works; in 

using Plant, Materials and Equipment; and while at the Site for any reason. The Contractor complies 

and procures and ensures the compliance by its employees, agents, Sub Contracts and mandatories 

with the provisions of the Occupational Health and Safety Act 85 of 1993 (as amended) and all 

regulations in force from time to time in terms of that Act (“the OHSA”) 

 The contractor shall comply to Eskom “Health, Safety and Environmental specifications for 

Contractor” document attached to the Works Information (as amended from time to time) and such 

other Eskom Safety Regulations as are applicable to the Works and are provided in writing to the 

Consultant (collectively “the Eskom Regulations”).   

 The Eskom Regulations may be amended from time to time by the Employer and all amendments 

will be provided in writing to the Contractor.   

 The Contractor complies with the provisions of the latest written version of the Eskom Regulations 

with which it has been provided. 
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 The health and safety plan prepared by the Consultant in accordance with the SHEQ Requirements. 

 The OHSA and the Eskom Regulations are collectively referred to as the “SHEQ Requirements”. 

 The Consultant, at all times, considers itself to be the “Employer” for the purposes of the OHSA and 

shall not consider itself under the supervision or management of the Employer with regard to 

compliance with the SHEQ Requirements. 

  The Contractor shall furthermore not consider itself to be a subordinate or under the supervision of 

the Employer in respect of these matters.   

 The Consultant is at all times responsible for the supervision of its employees, agents, Sub 

Consultants and mandatories and takes full responsibility and accountability for ensuring they are 

competent, aware of the SHEQ Requirements and execute the Works in accordance with the SHEQ 

Requirements. 

 The Contractor acknowledges that it is fully aware of the requirements of all the above and 

undertakes to employ only people who have been duly authorized in terms thereof and who have 

received sufficient training to ensure that they can comply therewith. 

 The Contractor ensures that all statutory appointments and appointments required by any Eskom 

Regulations are made and that all appointees fully understand their responsibilities and is trained 

and competent to execute their duties.   

 The Contractor supervises the execution of their duties by all such appointees. 

 The Contractor shall appoint a person who will liaise with the Eskom Safety Officer responsible for 

the premises relevant to this contract. The person appointed shall, on request supply the Eskom 

Safety Officer with copies of minutes of all Health And Safety Committee meetings, whenever he is 

required to do so and supply the Eskom Safety Officer with copies of all appointments in respect of 

employees employed on this contract, in terms of the Act and Regulations and shall advise the 

Eskom Safety Officer of any changes thereto. 

 The Employer, or any person appointed by the Employer, may, at any stage during the duration of 

this contract conduct health and safety audits regarding all aspects of compliance with the SHEQ 

Requirements, at any off-site place of work, or the site establishment of the Contractor. 

 Refuse any employee, Sub Contractor or agent of the Contractor access to the premises if such 

person has been found to commit an unsafe act or any unsafe working practice or is found not to be 

qualified or authorised in terms of the SHEQ Requirements and issue the Consultant with a stop 

order should the Employer become aware of any unsafe working procedure or condition or any non-

compliance with any provision of the SHEQ Requirements. 

 The Contractor immediately reports any disabling injury as well as any threat to health or safety of 

which it becomes aware at the Works or on the Site to the Employer’s Representative. 

 The Contractor undertakes not to do, or not to allow anything to be done which will contravene any 

of the provisions of the Act, Regulations or Safety and Operating Procedures. 

 The Contractor appoints a person, qualified in accordance with the SHEQ Requirements, as the 

liaison with the Eskom Safety Officer for all matters related to health and safety, this person shall be 

contactable 24 hours a day. 
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 The Contractor confirms that it has been provided with sufficient written information regarding the 

health and safety arrangements and procedures applicable to the Works to ensure compliance by it 

and all employees, agents, Sub Contractors or mandatories with the SHEQ Requirements while 

providing the Works in terms of this contract.  As such, the Contractor confirms that this contract and 

the relevant Eskom Regulations referred to in this contract constitute written arrangements and 

procedures between the Contractor and the Employer regarding health and safety for the purposes 

of section 37(2) of the OHSA. 

 The Contractor agrees that the Employer is relieved of any and all of its responsibilities and liabilities 

in terms of Section 37(1) of OHSA in respect of any acts or omissions of the Consultant, and the 

Consultant’s employees, agents or Sub-Consultants, to the extent permitted by the OHSA. 

 The Contractor hereby indemnifies the Employer and holds the Employer harmless in respect of any 

and all loss, costs, claims, demands, liabilities, damage, penalties or expense that may be made 

against the Employer and/or suffered or incurred by the Employer (as the case may be) as a result 

of, any failure of the Contractor. 

 Contractor’s employees, agents, Sub Contractors and/or mandatories to comply with their 

obligations in terms of this clause 18, and/or the failure of the Employer to procure the compliance by 

the Contractor , its employees, agents, Sub Contractors and/or mandatories with their 

responsibilities and/or obligations in terms of or arising from the OHSA. 

 In carrying out his obligation as the mandatory to the Employer for this contract in terms of the 

National Environmental Management Act No.107 of 1998, the Consultant ensures that he complies 

with the Act when Providing the Services or using plant, materials or equipment.  

 Permit to work system. 

No work is to be carried out without a “permit to work”. The Consultant’s Responsible Person must 

satisfy himself that all sources of possible danger are isolated.  Details of the Permit to Work system 

can be found in the Plant Safety Regulations for Arnot Power Station. 

 Safety Induction Course. 

All the employees of the Consultant must attend a safety induction course before they will be allowed 

to work on the Site.  It is the responsibility of the Consultant to ensure that all employees have 

attended the safety induction.  

 A list of employees requiring safety induction must be submitted at least 2 days in advance of arrival 

on site with the date and time of arrival so that the safety induction can be arranged.   

 Local Safety Procedures. 

The Consultant adheres to all local procedures.  A list of some local procedures is available on 

request from the Employer’s Agent. 

 Incidents / Accidents 

Incidents and accidents must be reported and investigated as detailed in.  All incidents must also be 

reported to the Employer within 24 hours.  

 First aid must be made available either by the Consultant or use can be made of the Matla medical 

centre at a fee.  The availability of the Consultant’s own first aid does not relieve the Consultant of 

his obligation to report and investigate the incident in accordance with Arnot Procedure. 
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 Protective Equipment and Clothing 

The Consultant must ensure that all protective equipment necessary to carry out the work is 

supplied, maintained and used by his employees as required in terms of the OHSACT and local 

procedures. 

 Inspection of Equipment 

Equipment will be inspected by an authorised Eskom employee on arrival at the site. 

 
 

3.2 Environmental constraints and management

Any Consultant who produces 

hazardous waste on site will be responsible for the safe removal of such waste to a registered Class I site by 

a waste removal and disposal body.  The Consultant will be required to produce a certificate of safe disposal 

in accordance with. The Consultant must ensure that persons handling hazardous waste have undergone 

suitable training and are acquainted with cleaning methods in case of a spillage. The Consultant is also 

responsible for the safe removal of their hazardous waste to Matla Hazardous Waste Store. Other 

requirements for hazardous waste are detailed in. 

 

In order to ensure effective hazardous waste management, a copy of the Consultants hazardous 

waste inventory must be supplied to the Employer’s Agent at least 2 days prior to the occupation 

date.

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No unauthorised vehicles will be allowed on site. Only Contractor's Vehicles with displayed Contract Vehicle 

Permits disks will be allowed on site. Contract Vehicle Applications should be directed to the Service 

Manager.  

 

The Contractor will be restricted to the working areas associated with his place of work. The Contractor is 

forbidden to enter any other areas, and must ensure that his employees abide by these regulations.

 The Contractor remains responsible for staff constraints due to whatever reason, and will make 

provision for lack of staff to ensure that work scope is completed and up to date. 

 Concise time keeping records manually and electronically indicating manpower and level of 

responsibility must be kept up to date, corresponding to rate of cost to manpower being invoiced. 

The Contractor Key person is responsible for record keeping and signing of Payment certificates at 

each month end.
