Three monthly roads worthy certificate (COF) must be provided medium 1
throughout the contract period.

Spare wheels must be available for all vehicles medium 1
Jack and wheel spanners must be on all 22 seater vehicles. medium 1
All vehicles must have a monitoring device connected to Tracker High 2
system

Vehicles must have first Aid kit medium 1
Vehicles must have a spill kit to contain any fuel or hydraulic oil spills/ medium 1
leaks should they occur

All seats must be covered in soft cloth and not vinyl material. High 2
Confirmation letter required.

Vehicles used to carry Eskom employees must comply with The High 2
National Road Traffic Act requirements (NRTA).

The driver's seat must be adjustable. The driver's compartment must High 2
be partitioned as per the NRTA specification

Vehicles must have SABS approved three-point safety belt for every High 2
seat.

Vehicles must not have fold-up or jockey seats. High 2
Vehicles must have at least two emergency exit for every 12 (twelve) High 4
passengers.

Vehicles must have a yellow reflective tape that must be fitted at a medium 1

height of between 250 mm and 1,5m from the road surface, to both
sides as well as across the rear covering 80% of the vehicle in
compliance with NRTA




Vehicles must have a speed warning sign (100 km/h) at the back of the medium 1

vehicle

There must be reception area for visitors in premises/office medium 1

Contractor must have communication to all vehicles in operation. Driver

needs to have a communication devise at all times.

Contractor must at least have one replacement vehicle available High 2

immediately in case of breakdowns.
