Z3 Change of Broad Based Black Economic Empowerment (B-BBEE) status 

Z3.1 Where a change in the Supplier’s legal status, ownership or any other change to his business composition or business dealings results in a 
change to the Supplier’s B-BBEE status, the Supplier notifies the Purchaser within seven days of the change.

Z4 Ethics 

Z4.1 Any offer, payment, consideration, or benefit of any kind made by the Supplier, which constitutes or could be construed either directly or 
indirectly as an illegal or corrupt practice, as an inducement or reward for the award or in execution of this contract constitutes grounds for 
terminating the Supplier’s obligation to Provide the Goods and Services or taking any other action as appropriate against the Supplier (including 
civil or criminal action).

This undertaking 
does not, however, apply to information which at the time of disclosure or thereafter, without default on the part of the Supplier, enters the 
public domain or to information which was already in the possession of the Supplier at the time of disclosure (evidenced by written records in 
existence at that time).  Should the Supplier disclose information to Others in terms of clause 23.1, the Supplier ensures that the provisions of 
this clause are complied with by the recipient. 

Z5.2 If the Supplier is uncertain about whether any such information is confidential, it is to be regarded as such until notified otherwise by the Supply 
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Manager. 

Z5.3 In the event that the Supplier is, at any time, required by law to disclose any such information which is required to be kept confidential, the 
Supplier, to the extent permitted by law prior to disclosure, notifies the Purchaser so that an appropriate protection order and/or any other 
action can be taken if possible, prior to any disclosure.

Meetings of a specialist nature may be convened as specified elsewhere in this Goods Information or if not 
so specified by persons and at times and locations to suit the Parties, the nature and the progress of the 
manufacture of the goods.  Records of these meetings shall be submitted to the Supply Manager by the 
person convening the meeting within five days of the meeting.   
 
All meetings shall be recorded using minutes or a register prepared and circulated by the person who 
convened the meeting.   Such minutes or register shall not be used for the purpose of confirming actions or 
instructions under the contract as these shall be done separately by the person identified in the conditions of 
contract to carry out such actions or instructions.   
 
 
 

Documentation control
